Resume of Football, 1915

ENTRAL opened its 1915 season by starting the local football campaign with
Polk County High School. We defeated them, 48 to 0. This year we had a
very small team. When Coach Rike called for volunteers the prospects were

gloomy, but have you ever heard of our coach not having one of the best teams in
the South? No, and you never will, for he will make something out of nothing. In the
Polk County game Mayer, one of our promising men for the '16 season, starred by
receiving a forward pass in the first quarter, running 30 yards to the 4-yard line. Rev-
ington then bucked for the first touchdown of the

Our second game was with the strong Somerset team, one of the best that has
stepped on a local gridiron. The ball remained in the center of the field for three quar-
ters, but to old Central’s glory in the fourth quarter Mayer scored the first and only
touchdown of the game. The stars of this game were Page, who dashed through Somer-
set’s line, and tackled their men for many losses. Beck, the smallest man on the team,
but one of the loudest, got away with good toe work. Score of this game was 6 to 0.
Failed to kick goal. .

Central’s eleven showed greater improvement over their previous play in every de-
partment. The third game of the season was with Knoxville. We defeated them,
39 to 0. Central’s line still weak, although the backfield men bucked the line in true
form, while the ends were circled in the same manner. Snyder, a newcomer, played in
Fenton’s place. He got away for many beautiful end runs. Buist McAlister also sped
around the ends for good gains.

Knoxville only made two first downs during the game.

Our next game was where we met our “Waterloo.” Baylor won by one point, 7 to 6.
The field was a small lake from a two days’ rain, which hurt Central in her depended
line plunging of Revington, also the end runs were slowed up by not being able to get a
start. This defeat we shall try to forget, but beware of the 1916 champions, for pros-
pects are bright.

Central’s next game was with the heavy Murfreesboro eleven—Central had a great

The following week we traveled to Jasper in an automobile truck. “Rusty” Cor-
nelius’ team won over us; Central carried only five regulars on this trip.

Jasper scored her touchdown in the closing minutes of the last quarter. A

In the last few minutes of play the Rikemen fought desperately to overcome Jasper’s
lead, but it was too late. The game ended with the ball in Central’s possession on
Jasper’s 10-yard line. Page and Davenport starred for Central. /

After the Jasper game came the greatest of the year with City High School; the
game that made Central’s 1915 season famous. Central had everything to gain in thm
game, for there were odds on “City” 8 to 5. The talk was: “Well, Central has little
chance. Her records are to be broken. She has been beaten by City High two consecu-
tive years.” Well, let’s see how these wise “dopsters” came out—“in the hole, mostly.

The game was in a field of mud and it was still raining. Central layed greater
staying power than her opponent; sped up field and around the ends on the stron’g City
High team to the “dopesters’” dismay. Central’s line outplayed Chattanooga’s, and
Captain Revington got in some creditable plunging for a day, as it was.

Niedhardt and Nicholson outplayed their ofponents. A pretty game was played
by both centers, with a slight edge to B. McAllister. k ;

Cushman and Jones put it all over High School tackles, with Bare and Bicknell
starring at both guards.
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Basket Ball

CENTRAL WINS CITY CHAMPIONSHIP

. Coach Rike called for volunteers for the basket ball team. The prospects for a win-
ning team were not very bright on account of the diminutive size of the players. But
after two weeks hard practice Coach Rike had whipped into shape the smallest and
fastest preparatory team that ever represented the leading high school of the South.

At forward were Captain Thompson, a four-year man of known ability, and Beck,
who has been on the reserves for several years; Meyer, who started as center, but was
replaced by Page early in the season. At guards, Cornell, another four-year man, a star
at basket tossing, at which he scored more points than all his opposing forwards com-
bined. Nunn, the “Benedict” of the team, also proved himself to be the fastest guard in
the city. Neidhardt and Nicholson, both of football fame, proved to the supporters of
Central that they were capable of filling any man’s shoes on the team in a pinch.

On January 7th Central opened the season with the hefty Tasso quintet. The visitors
showed evidence of careful coaching, but they were entirely unable to cope with the speed
of the Rikemen. Captain Thompson led his team with twelve field goals, and Cornell’s
guarding was also a feature. Score, 55 to 14. :

Tyner was defeated January 11th in a practice game, 37 to 13.

Our next game, which was with Baylor, one of the hardest of the season, was won by
Central, 27 to 22. Page entered the game in the last few minutes of play and started
the final rush that produced two additional baskets and cinched the victory.

On January 21st, Central defeated the fast Bradley County five 24 to 24, without the
services of Captain Thompson and “Shorty” Page.

In the next game Central, although badly crippled, put up a “gritty” game against
McCallie, losing by the small score of 21 to 20.

Central met and defeated the strong Darlington team, of Rome, Ga., by a score of
38 to 18.

Central met Baylor on their home floor February 5th and defeated them in the fastest
game of the season, by a score of 44 to 33. All of Central’s baskets were made fast play
and every one of a degree of difficulty, bringing down the house when made.

On February 11th Central defeated the Rockwood team, 69 to 26. In this game
Thompson ran wild, caging 12 goals; Cornell played a great game at running guard,
tossing eight baskets; Nunn and Beck also played fast on the floor and passed well.

The second game with McCallie was played on February 17th, Central defeating them
by the score of 44 to 22. Thompson’s goal tossing was a large factor in Central’s victory.

On February 25th the rubber game was played with McCallie, Central winning by the
score of 53 to 27.

On March 10th Central played Morgan School in the University of Chattanooga gym-
nasium for the championship of the State. The Morgan team, a near-college aggrega-
tion, showed their superiority in stature and defeated our boys by a score of 51 to 32.
Our boys fought gamely until the final whistle.

On St. Patrick’s Day, Central journeyed to Knoxville to compete with Knoxville, Bris-
tol and Lenoir City for the East Tennessee championship. The tournament opened with
Central playing Lenoir City in the first game, and Knoxville against Bristol in the sec-
ond. We were defeated by Lenoir City by one point, 28 to 2T, Knoxville winning over
Bristol 32 to 29. In the second night’s play Central came back strong, playing their best
game of the season, with a win over Bristol 40 to 21, while Knoxville defeated Lenoir
City 25 to 24, winning the championship.

Although losing the State and East T championships, we greet our famous

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Military Training at Central

On February 24th, Principal Ziegler wrote a letter to the Hamilton
County High School Board asking that a form of military training for boys
be introduced into Central High School next year. The High School Board
then adopted resolutions authorizing him to organize military training in
Central High School, and appointed a committee to make necessary ar-
rangements with the Government for the guns.

The Government has a rule that any school that has forty men in uni-
form may receive, upon application, guns from the regular army, also 140
rounds of ammunition are given to each boy.

Central at the first call had forty boys who ordered suits, and they have
been drilling and progressing very nicely under the able direction of Ser-
geant Russell, of the Sixth United States Cavalry. The boys drill every day
from 2 to 3 o’clock.
