1986
Virginia J. Summerour

Mr. Preston, Mr. and Miss Central, Members of
the Court and Attendants, Class of 1986, Faculty,
Students, and Guests:

Today is a very special one that I shall remem-
ber and cherish for the rest of my life. I want to
express my sincere appreciation to you seniors for
choosing me to represent the faculty as your 1986
Champion Dedicatory. I also want to congratulate
Vicki and Buddy the class representatives, and all
of the students who have participated in today's
program.

Seniors, you have the distinction of graduating
in a vear of some very significant anniversaries.
One hundred years ago, in 1886, France presented
the Statute of Liberty to the US as a gift to a
people who valued freedom and sought to share it
with others. It was only 21 years later, in 1907.

Affixed to the Statute of Liberty are these
words: “Give me your tired, your poor, your hud-
dled masses, yearning to breathe free, the wretch-
ed refuse of your teeming shore; send these, the
homeless, tempest-tossed to me: I lift my lamp
beside the golden door.” Many of our seniors and
friends have been inspired by these words as they
came searching for the freedom that you and I
treasure and are able to enjoy in so many ways.

Are we not able to correlate the purpose of the
founding of Central High School with that of the
Statute of Liberty? Central was founded so that
thousands of young people with eager minds and
a hunger for knowledge would have an opportuni-
ty to enter these “golden doors of learning.”
Many of you are following in the footsteps of
grandparents, parents, brothers, and sisters who
also chose to receive preparation for their future
by entering these “golden doors.”

So often we take opportunities for granted. We
behave as if we think circumstances ought to
change for us, when really it is we who should
work to change the circumstances around us.
Each of you was born with a potential for some-
thing special; it is up to you to develop that po-
tential for something special; it is up to vou to
develop that potential. Life becomes hectic at
times and some people rush through and ignore
many of the good things that they should enjoy. I
encourage you to set a positive goal and direction
for your life. It means you will need courage,
perseverance, patience, and enthusiasm. Oh,
there will be times when you will be tempted to
give up simply because your first attempt at
something does not bring the results that you
desired. But you only have to have faith and keep
on trying. Failure is never an excuse for quitting!
There is a line from a song that was popular
several years ago that says, “You've got to have
hope, miles and miles of hope.” And Helen Keller
advised us, “Keep your face to the sunshine and
you cannot see the shadows.”

If you expect to have a happy, meaningful life,
you must prepare for it. You have begun this
preparation as a student, and I urge you to contin-
ue to make it an on-going process. Dr. Robert
Schuller, a well-known person in the field of posi-
tive thinking has said that “Success is waiting for
the person who is willing to get up and get moving
in the right direction. It will require much effort
and determination from you. It has been said that
success is that place in the road where prepara-
tion and opportunity meet; but too few people
recognize it, because it often comes disguised as
hard work.

Each of you represents an integral part in this
world; I hope you will have dreams that will be Junior
the gateway from your present to your future, and
that you will not miss the beauty of life. The
natural scenery around us is never the same; ev-
ery landscape and every season has its unique
beauty. Life is much the same way. Thank you
again for allowing me this opportunity to share
this special day in your life.
