What are We Doing at Central
to Help Win the War?

This is the most vital question
of our day.

tant activities, .

One of the important acts in
our school toward helping win the
war was the formation of the
R. 0. T. C. at Central by the
school board. ~ This training pro-
vides physical exercise for all male
students past the freshmen age
and - it offers opportunities for
many students to be trained as
privates, sergeants, lieutenants,
captains and majors under the di-
rection of trained U. S. Army of-
ficers. Thus students are trained
in discipline, co-operation, manual
of arms and organization.

A year ago the Industrial Arts

department was  called upon by
U. S. government to make 150
model aeroplanes. They respond-
ed by making 168 planes of thirty
different designs of ‘A. B. and C.
series. It takes from 9 to 30 hours
to make a plane. We are again
asked to make 100 more of the D
E. F. series. Many designs are
requested as United States, Brit-
ish, German, Japanese, and Rus-
sian models.
Out of every 100 men called to
the service of the U. S. Army and
Navy 63 are required to be techni-
cally trained.

CERAMIC CLASSES
MAKE POTTERY

The classes in ceramics are real-
ly producing some professional-
looking pieces of sculpture and pot-
tery. 1t takes an experienced and
patient craftsman to do this, and
a beginner has a great deal to
learn.  Here is a brief descrip-
tion of how ' they go about
it. . First, one must “work” the
clay with his hands till it is soft
and pliable, and stiff enough to
model well. Then it must be
pounded and cut, to rid it of the
air bubbles which would cause
cracking when it is in the kiln,
In the case of sculpture, one may
either build up the image by stick-
ing on pieces of clay, one on top
of another, or cut pieces off till
the desired shape is reached. The
former is the French method while

efficiently trained in these essential subjects is worth more
to the army than two soldiers who have not been sufficiently
trained in pre-induction courses.
